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Story (Procedures):  

1. During or after the class study of India, read aloud or listen to an audio recording of Homeless Bird by Gloria Whelan.  Instruct students to note any details from the story that they can “prove” using their text.  (food, clothing, shelter, customs or traditions, way of life)

2.  Instruct students to note page number of the text where “proof” for each detail from the story appears.  Students may consult an encyclopedia, but must make note of the bibliographic information for that source.  (Provide a pattern for the citation.)

3.  Preview PowerPoint in the classroom using an LCD projector or computer-ready TV, showing an example of a slide show on another fiction book which reinforces factual information on another country or time period  (Goddess of Yesterday by Caroline Cooney, for example).
4.  Provide a template for a six-slide show (title, food, clothing, shelter, customs or traditions, way of life, and opinion) and allow several days for independent work on the text for each slide (homework, if necessary).  Text should be complete sentences describing each detail from the story supported by the text.

5.  Schedule time for computer use.  Instruct students in creating the first slide, requiring that they follow along.  Then allow students to work at their own pace, using written step-by-step instructions.  

      6.  Schedule time for students to present to their classmates or to other students or parents.

The student will:

Compare and contrast non-fiction and fiction sources on the same topic with 80% accuracy.

Identify the use of research in creating high quality fiction writing by identifying three factual events in the story.
Analyze a piece of fiction writing and use a rubric to evaluate the validity of the historical, geographical, or cultural information presented in it.
Use at least one non-fiction resource to locate information and create a six slide PowerPoint presentation.
