Questions about copyright law should be discussed with your School Library Media Specialist or the Director of Media Services and Instructional Technology.  Showing a video, film or movie as a reward violates copyright law.  
NOTE: It is not a practice in the Norman Public Schools to show R rated movies.  However, if a teacher requests permission to show excerpts from an R rated movie, the teacher must fill out this form and receive approval from the Principal, then the teacher must gain parent permission prior to the showing.  

There are some videos that do not require completion of this form.  These still must meet *Fair Use Guidelines as listed below. Teachers are using videos that are a part of their current Norman Public Schools textbook adoption.

1. Fine arts teachers are using videos that are a part of their current Norman Public Schools Fine Arts curriculum or are housed in the Fine Arts collection.

2. Counselors are using District adopted videos included in the Counseling Resource Library that are approved by the Director of Guidance.  

3. Science teachers are using District adopted nonrated videos that are part of the NPS science curriculum or are a part of the NPS HIV/AIDS curriculum.
4. ELL teachers and tutors when using materials in the ELL library found online in the NPS Library Catalog.
5. Teachers using any segment from SafariMontage.
