The Norman Public Schools Board of Education has called for a
$109,760,000 Bond Issue Election to be held on Tuesday, December 8,
2009. Bonds will be issued over a five-year term. These bonds will replace
current debt and allow the district to maintain current tax levels for
homeowners.

Revenue from this bond issue will enable the district to continue its efforts
to construct, maintain, and improve facilities, giving students the best
possible environment for learning. The district will also be able to enhance
instruction for our students through the purchase of new technology,
equipment, and instructional materials.

This five-year bond initiative will make a significant difference for the
students being served today in our school system. Every school in our
district will be significantly impacted. Remodeling of current classroom
space along with the construction of new classrooms will reduce the
district's dependence on temporary buildings to serve the needs of
increased enrollment. A $9,000,000 investment in technology will assure
that every classroom in our district is equipped with the newest educational
technology to enhance teaching and learning.

Each student in our district deserves the opportunity to learn in facilities
that stimulate growth. Classes need to be taught in safe, secure, and well-
maintained facilities. Our teachers must have modern technology and
instructional materials available to them as they strive to meet the
challenges of providing a quality education for all students.
